Saturday classes and a Zoo 
Camp are available during the summer and 
numerous other special events are held 
throughout the year.

River Falls Historic Park and Falls Cottage 123 W. Broad Street 421-0042 This beautiful park features two breathtaking 
waterfalls, scenic overlooks, six landscaped 
garden areas, nature trails, a lovely pond, and a 
land bridge. The 1838 Falls Cottage that once 
served as the home of the George Dyer family 
and shoe business is located within the park, as 
well as a historic grist mill and informative 
plaques that provide details related to history and 
native species of the trees located inside the 
park.  The Restored 1800's cottage serves as a 
restaurant and entrance to the 25 acre Reedy 
River Falls Park and Garden.

 1:  Start out going South on S MAIN ST 
toward W COURT ST. (0.1 miles)  2:  Turn 
RIGHT onto W BROAD ST. (0.0 miles)  3:  
End at 123 W BROAD ST  Total Est. 
Distance: 0.24 miles

Greenville County Museum of Art 420 College Street 271-7570 This art museum boasts the finest collection of 
Andrew Wyeth watercolors including his most 
recent works plus features the highly acclaimed 
“Southern Collection” which presents works from 
the 18th Century to the present day. A museum 
gift shop is also on site.

1:  Start out going North on S MAIN ST 
toward E MCBEE AVE. (0.3 miles)  2:  Turn 
LEFT onto COLLEGE ST/SC-183 W. )0.2 
miles)  3:  End at 420 COLLEGE ST   Total 
Est. Distance: 0.63 miles 

Cleveland Park Cleveland Park Drive One of Greenville's oldest city parks, established 
1923. The 126 acre park, is located near 
downtown Greenville. Miles of walking, jogging 
and biking trails along the historic Reedy River. 
Cleveland Park is home to the Vietnam War 
Memorial, the Major Rudolf Anderson 
Memorial, the Greenville Zoo and the 
Fernwood Nature Trail. Abundant children's 
play areas, covered picnic shelters and picnic 
tables. Basketball, tennis and softball facilities 
are provided. The park is lined by trails to the 
Reedy River Falls Historic Park, the Peace 
Center Gardens, Falls Cottage Garden, Rock 
Quarry Garden, Historic Westend and downtown 
Greenville.

(0.0 miles)  2:  Turn 
RIGHT onto E MCBEE AVE. (0.5 miles)  3:  
E MCBEE AVE becomes E WASHINGTON
